Humanities Major
Goals

1. Speak and write about the nature of human understanding, concentrating on the (relatively) a priori aspects.
2. Examine expressions of human understanding in four discipline groups, at least one course required from each group: History; Literature; Philosophy, Theology, Church History; Art, Music, Theater History.

3. Explore the relations between different kinds of expressions of understanding.

4. Write and speak convincingly of the relations between different expressions of a particular human understanding (e.g., of the Renaissance).

5. Study Shakespeare.

6. Acquire a framework for organizing historical, literary, philosophical and other expressions of understanding.

7. Acquire a foundation in Western, English-speaking, and American culture.

Objectives

1. Study works by Immanuel Kant, Thomas Kuhn, and Hans-Georg Gadamer.  Acquire a practical application of the ideas raised in A-C to the Classical Greek Age.
2. Explore relations between forms of expression, and, where possible, write a term paper relating two or more different forms of expression.
3. Study one cultural expression in three different disciplines and complete three related courses (e.g., Ancient Art, History, and Philosophy).  The senior project will relate to this emphasis.

4. Incorporate the study of Shakespeare in their work.

5. Take survey courses in English, History, Philosophy and other disciplines, participate in the Great Books program, and participate in one or more of the overseas programs.
