Goals

1. Explore key ideas of American culture through an interdisciplinary sequence of courses.
2. Gain a broader context for understanding their undergraduate majors by uncovering interconnections between those majors and the American studies core courses.

3. Recognize the pedagogical implications for each of the American studies core courses.

4. Synthesize the major themes for all of the American studies courses.  
Objectives

1. Identify and evaluate seminal ideas of American culture through courses in economics, history, literature, political science, and religion.
2. Demonstrate an ability to connect the perspectives from their undergraduate majors with those perspectives presented in other disciplines of the American studies core courses.
3. Isolate, through presentation and research projects in the core courses, teaching ideas for their secondary classrooms.

4. Integrate the major themes in American studies through a capstone readings course and by passing an interdisciplinary comprehensive exam.
