1. Gain a deeper understanding of Religion, especially Christianity, by exploring the reality of a deep faith in God as He is uniquely revealed in Jesus Christ.

2. Gain a basic general knowledge of the four primary areas of Christian thought: Scripture; church history, theology; ministry.

3. Prepare for various forms of Christian ministry in local churches and service organizations, and for Christian leadership in modern society.

4. Prepare for graduate and professional education in religion as well as other fields of study.

5. Integrate the life of faith and the life of learning.

Objectives

1. Study the historic Christian faith.

2. Become familiar with, and a competent interpreter of, the biblical materials.

3. Learn the fundamental methods of the critical disciplines of inquiry and the principal exegetical methods of research.

4. Learn to communicate effectively, through oral and written media, the fundamental tenets of Religion and the Christian faith.

5. Gain an understanding of the cultural underpinnings of religion and the religious underpinnings of culture, to understand more fully the various and diverse social and global environments in which Religion and Christianity function.
