Goals

1. Speak and write Spanish effectively by building on the basic competence gained in the general education program or already possessed.
2. Know the geography and history of Spain and Spanish America.

3. Be familiar with the cultural expression of Spain and Spanish American in the form of literature, the plastic arts, cinema, and music.

4. Be aware of the human need in the Hispanic world and serve others in light of their awareness.

Objectives

1. Comprehend, speak, read, and write competently in real-life situations.

2. Explain the production of Spanish sounds and describe the sound system using appropriate phonetic symbols and terms.

3. Comprehend historical and literary texts in Spanish

4. Discuss and write about topics in Spanish and Spanish-American literature, art, culture, and history at a sophisticate level.
5. Locate the areas where Spanish is spoken and describe the salient topographical features of Spain and Spanish America.

6. Distinguish phases in the historical evolution of Spain and Spanish America and identify key figures in the regions’ development.
7. Explain the relationship between stages (for example, the Golden Age, the Colonial Period, Romanticism) in the development of literature, music, and the visual arts of Spain and Spanish America.

8. Analyze representative works of Spanish and Spanish American literature.

9. Describe the historically hegemonic relationship between the United States and the developing nations of Spanish America.

10. Evaluate current issues related to Hispanics in the United States.

11. Engage in service learning in a Spanish-speaking community, then reflect on the experience on the basis of their knowledge of the region and their faith.
