Teacher Education Major
Goals

1. Build a broad foundation of general knowledge (multiple subject) or specific subject matter knowledge (single subject) that will serve as a source of subject matter knowledge for his/her teaching.
2. Develop a comprehension of the foundational issues, concepts, methods, and philosophies of education.

3. Apply his or her foundational knowledge in observing, planning, implementing, and evaluating teaching strategies in the classroom.

4. Earn either a California Preliminary Multiple Subject Teaching Credential or a California Preliminary Single Subject Teaching Credential in his/her chosen field.

5. Demonstrate professionalism in his/her chosen field of work.

Objectives
1. Each teacher candidate who does not complete a state-approved program will pass the MSAT (Multiple Subjects Assessment for Teachers) or SSAT (Subject Assessments and Specialty Areas Tests).

2. Pass the CBEST (California Basic Educational Skills Test).

3. Pass the course The Teaching-Learning Process (EDUC561) with a grade of C or better, which focuses on foundational and applied issues of educational psychology.

4. Pass the course The School and Society (EDUC 562) with a grade of C or better, which focuses on the history, philosophy, and sociology of education.

5. Pass the course Methods of Content Area Instruction in English for Cross-Cultural Settings (EDUC 570) with a grade of C or better.

6. Attend, actively participate in, and pass supporting seminars with a grade of B or better while he/she is enrolled in Introduction to Student Teaching (EDUC 571, 572, 573 for multiple subject; EDUC 581, 582, 583 for single subject).

7. Complete 250 hours of supervised field work in classrooms as part of the foundational and methods courses.  These hours must be completed before full-time student teaching begins.

8. Complete specific assignments in field work placements that are relevant to and required by the courses in which he/she is enrolled.  These assignments include focused observations, tutoring, small group instruction, whole group instruction, lesson planning and implementation, unit planning and implementation, and assessment of students.

9. Each teacher candidate involved in full-time student teaching will successfully complete two placements of nine weeks each (EDUC 572, 573, or EDUC 582, 583).  The criteria for success has been determined by standards established by the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing.

10. Comply with the regulations regarding the setting up and maintenance of a credential file with the Credential Analyst throughout his/her tenure in the Teacher Education Program.

11. Complete a credential file by the end of his/her coursework and student teaching which will allow the University to recommend that student for the Preliminary Teaching Credential.

12. Represent Pepperdine University and its mission statement appropriately to the schools in which he/she works, as well as on campus and in the community, as demonstrated on field placement evaluation forms.

13. Develop in the quality of his/her character, as demonstrated in interactions with his/her students, master teachers, and colleagues, and which will be evidenced on field placement evaluation forms.

14. Abide by the code of ethics set forth in the Student Teaching Handbook, as demonstrated on field placement evaluation forms.

15. Become reflective regarding the methodological, curricular, professional, and ethical aspects of the teaching profession, as demonstrated in journal entries, conferences with field supervisors and instructors, and the professional portfolio.
Multiple Subject Teacher Candidates
1. Complete a state approved subject matter program in liberal arts with a 3.0 or higher grade point average.  If the grade point average is 2.5-3.0 the candidate will complete a subject matter portfolio.
2. Pass the course Teaching and Learning Reading and Language Arts (EDUC 564M) with a grade of C or better, which focuses on the concepts and methods of teaching, reading, and language arts in multiple subject classrooms.

3. Pass the RICA (Reading Instruction Competence Assessment).

4. Pass courses in curriculum and methods of social science (EDUC 567), science (EDUC 568), and mathematics (EDUC 569), with a grade of C or better.

5. Obtain placement in a primary grade (K-3), and one in an upper grade (4-6).  At least one placement will be with a CLAD certified teacher in a multicultural classroom.

Single Subject Teacher Candidates
1. Complete a state approved subject matter program in his/her teaching area major with a 3.0 or higher grade point average in the major.  Any single subject teacher candidate who earns lower than a 3.0 grade point average in his/her major must be approved by a committee of faculty members from that major.

2. Pass the course Reading and Language Arts in Content Areas (EDUC 546S) with a grade of C or better, which focuses on developing the language arts abilities of secondary students across the curriculum.

3. Pass the course School Curriculum and Methods—Single Subject (EDUC 566) with a grade of C or better.
4. Obtain placement in a middle or junior high school grade, and one in a high school grade.  At least one placement will be with a CLAD certified teacher in a multicultural classroom.
